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Criteria for Industrial Projects in Bahrain International Investment Park

Bahrain International Investment Park (BIIP) will be a landmark development in Bahrain, positioned as a location for high quality
foreign direct investment and export oriented domestic projects. BIIP will focus on attracting high value added projects which will
help create high quality employment and wealth in an attractive world-class physical environment. It is envisaged that investment in
the Park will be primarily in internationally traded manufacturing or services activities.

Eligibility Criteria

Projects chosen for the Park are on the following criteria:

> High quality foreign direct investment projects and
export oriented domestic projects

> High value added projects

> Projects capable of creating high quality employment
and wealth

> Projects with export focused activities and
internationally traded services

Projects in the Park should also meet
the following criteria:

> Creating High Quality Jobs
Creating high quality jobs suitable for Bahrainis is a
key objective of the BIIP. Each project will be
evaluated on the basis of achieving this objective
including ensuring that each employer has a
comprehensive training plan in place.

Focused Internationally

The BIIP is designed for companies that are focused
internationally. Companies focused on the Bahraini
market, which would cause displacement of existing
manufacturing capacity, will only be considered
where there is a clear strategy for increasing the size
of the market or where there is a significant focus on
export activity.

Sustainability

Projects must have long term sustainability. Projects
established for short term objectives will not meet
BIIP criteria. This will be determined by an
assessment of the outline business plan, past
financial performmance and 3 year financial
projections.

BIIP Park and Building Control Guidelines
Investors will be required to comply with the BIIP
Park and Building Control Guidelines in order to
ensure the development of a high quality business
environment. The total building area, as a proportion
of land area, will vary from a minimum of 40% to a
maximum of 60%, depending on the zone and on
the activity proposed. In order to optimize the use of
valuable land each proposal will be considered on
the basis of its ability to maximise the number of
jobs provided.
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Utilies
A project’s utility requirements must be in line with
the available resources.

Emissions

In keeping with the plan to develop a Park suitable
for international investment activities all projects
must meet Bahraini national standards with regard
to air emissions, effluent disposal and noise.
